Riassunto

Hawaiia minuscula (Binney, 1840), una specie di origine neartica, ormai ampiamente diffusa dall’'uomo in
varie nazioni europee e in alcuni stati di altri continenti, ¢ segnalata per la prima volta in Italia. La presenza ¢
stata accertata in Toscana, mentre i dati relativi al Piemonte e alla Sicilia necessitano ancora conferma.
Abstract

Hawaiia minuscula (Binney, 1840), a Nearctic snail dispersed by man in many European countries and in
other countries, is reported in Italy for the first time. The species has been found in Tuscany. The data for
two other Italian regions, Piedmont and Sicily, are still uncertain.
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
